Care for the Elderly
Dr. Arkady Chipkovsky


Dr. Chipkovsky immigrated to Israel in 1991. Two years later, he began working as a general practitioner and medical director of the Geulim clinic in the Baka neighborhood of Jerusalem.

Dr. Chipkovsky's activity is a paragon of extraordinary personal commitment. His initiative, resourcefulness and genuine innovation are expressed in his attitude toward his patient population, for which he provides care despite limited means and without financial assistance from outside sources.

This is a man of singular achievement, who devotes his days and nights alike, far beyond the call of duty and for no remuneration, to caring for those in need, and particularly for the elderly.

Dr. Chipkovsky has developed a unique system which enables him to provide care in his patients' homes 24 hours a day.

These are in many cases victims of severe and extended diseases. While the system serves all his patients, its main importance is for the elderly population which is largely confined to home. Dr. Chipkovsky's contribution has improved its quality of life and personal security, both medically and mentally.

Dr. Chipkovsky has thereby set a shining example for physicians and community workers alike.

Alina Moiseyev immigrated to Israel from the Soviet Union in 1977. Since 2000 she has been volunteering her services as head of the national organization of the Committee of Students and Academics Originating from the Caucasus. She is now in her second term in this position. Her variegated activity, which includes developing a continuing-education system for learning and empowerment, and her management method, have turned the Committee into a structured and active organization, which has both set itself goals and met them. 

The members of this organization have turned their personal success into a lever for the promotion of their entire community. Their activity is focused on the empowerment of the student population in the institutes of higher education, and on enlisting students originating from the Caucasus for promoting education and setting social challenges for young people and their families in the community. By virtue of her character, and out of a sense of full and longstanding commitment to her community of origin, Alina has been recruiting volunteers for the work she views as a mission. In all of these, the Committee headed by Alina, has set a shining example of a process of successful integration into Israeli society and for the development of an immigrants' leadership.
Voluntarism and Philanthropy
Esther Eliam
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Esther Eilam is a pioneer in the field of promoting the status of women in Israel, as a founder of the feminist movement, and in the field of aid for victims of sexual assault.

In 1977, Esther established the first aid center for victims of sexual assault, in Tel Aviv. This center, like the nine centers which were established subsequently, depends on volunteer manpower. Thanks to the model she and her colleagues created, the ten centers now operating in this field are manned by over a thousand volunteers of both sexes.

Esther continues her work at the hotline for victims of sexual assault, as well as her meetings with rape victims, whom she monitors, lectures to, conducts seminars for, and assists in every other possible way.

Moreover, Esther created a coalition for the struggle against trafficking in women, and also works to assist the rehabilitation of women who had engaged in prostitution. Thanks to her collaboration with the Ministry of Education, and with her assistance, a curriculum was written for the prevention of sexual violence among schoolchildren. This program is being implemented in the schools by the psychological service of the Ministry of Education. 

For 30 years, Esther's volunteer work helped to increase public awareness of the vexed issue of sexual assault, and and to upgrade the treatment accorded by official agencies in this field.

The cause to which she has devoted her life has attained impressive achievements in raising the level of awareness for the social struggle against violence toward women, and in improving both legislation and its enforcement for the benefit of victims of rape and sexual assault in Israel.

In sum, Esther Eilam is a pioneer and innovator as well as a motivator of a distinguished and important volunteer movement, which has brought about a change of values in Israeli society.

In view of all the above, Esther Eilam is worthy of the Larry and Leonor Sussman-JDC Award for Excellence in Social Services in Israel.
