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Beit Uri is an educational institution for people with special needs who demonstrate severe behavioral problems and physical and emotional disabilities. Ms. Schick dedicated her entire life to the creation of a therapeutic institution that would serve those in greatest need of help, and was motivated by the conviction that it is possible to reveal the healthy part of every child. She carried this out by adapting the educational and therapeutic Anthroposophic method to the realities of Israeli society.

Beit Uri serves all segments of the population, including Jews, Bedouin and other Arab children, and those from ultra-religious, religious and secular backgrounds.
Ms. Schick worked on a voluntary basis. She not only received no financial compensation, but she also devoted her own financial resources to realizing Beit Uri's potential to reach these children.

Sadly, Ms. Schick passed away one month ago. In keeping with the Fund's bylaws, the prize will be awarded to Beit Uri, which she designated as her heir.
